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Have you ever heard of a flock of sheep, a herd of buffalo, or a litter of  
kittens?  You probably have.  But have you ever heard of a pod of seals,

We use different words to talk about different groups of animals.  We can 
use words to talk about animals that are about the same size and type.  For 
example, we can use the word “herd” to talk about buffalo, cattle, deer, and 
moose.  We use the word “pack” to talk about wolves and wild dogs.  We can 
use the word “flock” to talk about sheep and birds, but when we talk about 
a group of crows, we call them a murder of crows.  Maybe that is because 
farmers do not like it when crows eat their crops.

What word do we use to talk about a group of fish?  If we visit an aquarium, 
we might say: look at the school of beautiful tropical fish!  Yes...a school of 
fish!  Do fish really go to school?
